(a) The Issuer, Nordea Bank Abp, is a public limited liability company organised under the laws of Finland.
Nordea Bank Abp, was registered with the Finnish Trade Register on 27 September 2017. The Issuer’s legal
entity identifier is 5299000D13047E2L1V03.

(b) According to Article 2 of Nordea Bank Abp's articles of association, as a commercial bank Nordea Bank
Abp engages in business activities that are permitted to a deposit bank pursuant to the Finnish Act on Credit
Institutions. Nordea Bank Abp provides investment services and performs investment activities pursuant to
the Finnish Act on Investment Services. Further, in its capacity as parent company, Nordea Bank Abp
attends to and is responsible for overall functions in the Nordea Group, such as management, supervision,
risk management and staff functions.

What are the Key Risks Specific to the Issuer?

The global coronavirus outbreak, which has negatively impacted the economies exposed to the
outbreak, could have a material adverse effect on the Nordea Group's business, financial condition
and results of operations and adversely affect the Nordea Group's ability to access capital and
liquidity: The outbreak of COVID-19 (also commonly referred to as the "coronavirus") has spread rapidly
globally in recent months and disrupted various markets and resulted in severe uncertainty about the
development of the economies affected by the outbreak both in Europe and elsewhere. The majority of the
Nordea Group's operations are concentrated in the Nordic countries that have been, and are expected to
continue to be, exposed to the coronavirus outbreak in a similar manner as a number of other European
countries. The Nordea Group is affected by the coronavirus outbreak through its direct and indirect impact
on the customers, counterparties, employees and other stakeholders of the Nordea Group, both in the Nordic
countries and elsewhere, as a result of, among others, public health measures, such as business closings and
restrictions on travel and gatherings. Any of the foregoing, and any future adverse consequences related to
the coronavirus outbreak not yet known, could have a material adverse effect on the Nordea Group's
business, financial condition and results of operations and adversely affect the Nordea Group's ability to
access capital and liquidity on financial terms acceptable to the Nordea Group.

Negative economic developments and conditions in the markets in which the Nordea Group operates
can adversely affect the Nordea Group's business and results of operations: Nordea Group's
performance is significantly influenced by the general economic conditions in the Nordic markets
(Denmark, Finland, Norway and Sweden). Development of the economic conditions in other markets where
the Nordea Group currently operates can also affect the Nordea Group's performance. Adverse economic
developments have affected and may continue to affect the Nordea Group's business in a number of ways,
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including, among others, the income, wealth, liquidity, business and/or financial condition of the Nordea
Group's customers, which, in turn, could further reduce the Nordea Group's credit quality and demand for
the Nordea Group's financial products and service. For example, the coronavirus outbreak and the
preventive measures implemented in the Nordic countries and elsewhere to contain its spread could have an
adverse effect on the Group's customers, which, in turn, could result in decreased credit quality and
increased provisioning levels.

The Nordea Group is exposed to market price risk: The Nordea Group's customer-driven trading
operations and its treasury operations (where the Nordea Group holds investment and liquidity portfolios for
its own account) are the key contributors to market price risk in the Nordea Group. To the extent volatile
market conditions persist or recur, the fair value of the Nordea Group's bond, derivative and structured credit
portfolios, as well as other classes, could fall more than estimated, and therefore cause the Nordea Group to
record write-downs. In addition, because the Nordea Group's trading and investment income depends to a
great extent on the performance of financial markets, volatile market conditions could result in a significant
decline in the Nordea Group's trading and investment income, or result in a trading loss, which, in turn,
could have a material adverse effect on the Nordea Group's business, financial condition and results of
operations.

The Nordea Group is subject to extensive regulation that is subject to change: Companies active in the
financial services industry, including the Nordea Group, operate under an extensive regulatory regime. The
Nordea Group is subject to laws and regulations, administrative actions and policies as well as related
oversight from the local regulators in each of the jurisdictions in which it has operations. The Nordea Group
is also under the direct supervision and subject to the regulations of the European Central Bank, as a result
of the size of its assets. Regulatory developments or any other requirements, restrictions, limitations on the
operations of financial institutions and costs involved, or unexpected requirements under, or uncertainty
with respect to, the regulatory framework to be applied to the Nordea Group, could have a material adverse
effect on the Nordea Group's business, financial condition and results of operations.

Liquidity risk is inherent in the Nordea Group's operations. Liquidity risk is the risk that the Nordea
Group will be unable to meet its obligations as they fall due or meet its liquidity commitments only at an
increased cost. A substantial portion of the Nordea Group's liquidity and funding requirements is met
through reliance on customer deposits, as well as ongoing access to wholesale funding markets, including
issuance of long-term debt market instruments, such as covered bonds. The volume of these funding
sources, in particular long-term funding, may be constrained during periods of liquidity stress. Turbulence in
the global financial markets and economy may adversely affect the Nordea Group's liquidity and the
willingness of certain counterparties and customers to do business with the Nordea Group, which may result
in a material adverse effect on the Nordea Group's business and results of operations.

Operational risks, including risks in connection with investment advice, may affect the Nordea
Group's business. The Nordea Group's business operations are dependent on the ability to process a large
number of complex transactions across different markets in many currencies. The Nordea Group's
operations are carried out through a number of entities. Operational losses, including monetary damages,
reputational damage, costs, and direct and indirect financial losses and/or write-downs, may result from
many different sources. As a part of its banking and asset management activities, the Nordea Group also
provides its customers with investment advice, access to internally as well as externally managed funds and
serves as custodian of third party funds. In the event of losses incurred by its customers due to investment
advice from the Nordea Group, or the misconduct or fraudulent actions of external fund managers, the
Nordea Group's customers may seek compensation from the Nordea Group. Although the Nordea Group has
implemented risk controls and taken other actions to mitigate exposures and/or losses, there can be no
assurances that such procedures will be effective in controlling each of the operational risks faced by the
Nordea Group.

Unlimited Turbo Short: The return of the Instruments depends on the performance of the
underlying asset during the lifetime of the Instruments. The price of the Instruments will be

increases. If the price of the underlying asset is at or above the stop-loss level, the Instruments will
terminate and all amount invested will be lost.

The Instruments constitute unsecured and
unsubordinated obligations of the Issuer and rank pari passu without any preference among themselves and
at least pari passu with all other outstanding unsecured and unsubordinated obligations of the Issuer, present
and future. The Instruments could also be subject to the bail-in power in the event of a resolution of the
Issuer under directive 2014/59/EU, as implemented in Finland, and may be written down or converted into
other securities (including ordinary shares) if the resolution authority determines that this is necessary in
order to restore the viability of the Issuer.

The Instruments are freely transferable by their terms, although the Base Prospectus summarises certain
legal restriction on the offers and sales of Instruments in certain jurisdictions.

Where will the Securities be Traded?

Application has been made for the Instruments to be admitted to listing on Nasdaq First North Finland and
to trading on Nasdaq First North Finland effective as of the Issue Date.

What are the Key Risks that are Specific to the Securities?

Complexity of the product — The yield structure for the Instruments is sometimes complex and may contain
mathematical formulae or relationships which, for an investor, may be difficult to understand and compare
with other investment alternatives. It should be noted that the relationship between yield and risk may be
difficult to assess.

Leverage Risks — due to the structure of the Instruments, the performance of the underlying asset will affect
the price of the Instrument and may lead to larger profits or losses on invested capital than if the investment
had been made directly in the underlying asset. This is normally expressed by saying that the Instruments
have a leverage effect compared with an investment in the underlying asset, i.e. a change in price (both
upwards and downwards) of the underlying asset results, in percentage terms, in a greater change in the
value of the Instruments. Consequently, the risk associated with an investment in such Instruments is greater
than with an investment in the underlying asset. Such Instruments may become worthless.

There may be no active trading market for the Instruments - The Instruments will be new securities which
may not be widely distributed and/or may be unlisted and, even if listed, may not have an active trading
market. The lack of an active trading market may result in reduced liquidity for the Instruments, with the
result that the investor may have to hold such Instruments until they are redeemed.

Performance of the underlying assets — under the terms of the Instruments, the holders are entitled to yield
and payment of any applicable settlement amount, depending on the performance of one or more underlying
assets and the applicable yield structure. The performance of the Instruments is affected by the value of the
underlying assets at specific points in time during the term of the Instruments, the intensity of fluctuations in
the prices of the underlying assets, expectations regarding future volatility, market interest rates, and
expected dividends on the underlying assets.

Automatic early redemption — The Instruments may be redeemed automatically prior to their scheduled
maturity date if certain conditions are met, typically referred to as a "knock".

Currency fluctuations and exchange rates as underlying assets — where the underlying asset is an

Exchange rates for currencies may be affected by complex political and
economic factors, including the relative rate of inflation, the balance of payments between countries, the size
of the government budget surplus or deficit, and the monetary, tax and/or trade policies adopted by the
relevant currencies' governmental bodies. Currency fluctuations can also affect the value or level of other
underlying assets in complex ways. If such currency fluctuations cause the value or level of the underlying
assets to vary, the value or level of the Instruments may fall. If the value or level of one or more underlying
asset is issued in a currency other than the currency in which the Instrument is issued, investors may be
exposed to an increased risk associated with foreign currency exchange rates. Previous exchange rates do
not necessarily serve as indications of future exchange rates for foreign currencies.

Risks relating to market disruption and extraordinary events - underlying assets may be affected by
disruption to their normal trading markets, or extraordinary events such as delisting, nationalisation,
bankruptcy, liquidation or dilutive events affecting the relevant underlying asset. For all Instruments, events
such as changes in the law or increased costs for risk management may arise. If so, the Issuer may, at its sole
discretion, make any adjustments in the composition of the assets and the calculation of the yield or value of
Instruments or replace one underlying asset with another underlying asset, as the Issuer deems necessary.

Indices as underlying assets — Investors in instruments which are based on an index as underlying asset
may, upon exercise of such Instruments, receive a lower payment than if he or she had invested directly in
the shares/assets that comprise the index. The sponsor of any index may add, remove, or replace
components or make methodological changes which may affect the level of such index and hence the return
which is to be paid to investors in the Instruments. The Nordea Group may also participate in creating,
structuring and maintaining index portfolios or strategies and for which it may act as index sponsor
(collectively, "Proprietary Indices"). The Issuer may therefore face conflicts of interest between its
obligations as the Issuer of Instruments and its role (or the role of its affiliates) as the composers, promoters,
designers or administrators of Proprietary Indices.

Futures Contracts as underlying assets — The price of a futures contract on an underlying asset will
generally be at a premium or a discount to the spot price of the relevant asset. This is due to factors such as
the need to adjust the spot price of an asset to take account of related expenses, and different methods being
used to evaluate the spot price and futures markets. In addition, and depending on the underlying asset, there
can be significant differences in the liquidity of the spot and futures markets. Instruments linked directly to
the relevant asset may therefore provide a different return than Instruments linked to a futures contract.
Investments in futures contracts also involve other risks, such as illiquidity arising from daily trading limits.
Risks relating to short exposures — a "long" exposure means that the performance of the Instrument will
appreciate when the value of the underlying asset increases. Conversely Instruments that have a "short"
exposure, including Bear Certificates, will decline in value where the value of the underlying asset
increases. A rise in the value of the underlying asset could therefore result in the investor losing some or all
of the invested capital.

Tiivistelmdisti vastuussa olevat henkilét voidaan asettaa
siviilioikeudelliseen vastuuseen tiivistelmdstdi, sen mahdollinen kidnnos mukaan lukien, ainoastaan mikdli
tiivistelmdi on harhaanjohtava, epiitarkka tai epdjohdonmukainen Ohjelmaesitteen muihin osioihin niihden,
tai mikili siind ei yhdessd Ohjelmaesitteen muiden osioiden kanssa anneta sellaisia keskeisid tietoja, joita
sijoittaja tarvitsee avukseen pdiiitoksenteossa hinen harkitessaan sijoittamista tillaisiin arvopapereihin.

(b) Nordea Bank Abp:n yhtidjérjestyksen 2 §:n mukaan Nordea Bank Abp harjoittaa kaupallisen pankin
ominaisuudessaan sellaista liiketoimintaa, joka luottolaitoslain perusteella on talletuspankille sallittua
litkketoimintaa. Nordea Bank Abp tarjoaa sijoituspalveluja ja harjoittaa sijoitustoimintaa sijoituspalvelulain
mukaisesti. Lisdksi emoyhtion ominaisuudessaan Nordea Bank Abp vastaa Nordea-konsernin yleisista
toiminnoista, mukaan lukien johto-, valvonta-, riskienhallinta- sekd henkildstdtoiminnot.

Mitkd ovat Liikkeeseenlaskijalle ominaiset keskeiset riskitekijdit?

Maailmanlaajuinen koronaviruspandemia on vaikuttanut negatiivisesti talouksiin, ja silld saattaa olla
olennainen haitallinen vaikutus Nordea-konsernin liiketoimintaan, taloudelliseen tilaan ja
liiketoiminnan tulokseen seki Nordea-konsernin mahdollisuuksiin hankkia pidomaa ja likviditeettiii:
COVID-19-pandemia (COVID-19:sta kéytetdén my0s nimitystd “koronavirus™) on levinnyt viime
kuukausina nopeasti ympari maailmaa. Pandemia on aiheuttanut héiri6itd useilla markkinoilla ja johtanut
suureen epidvarmuuteen pandemiasta kirsineiden talouksien kehityksesti sekid Euroopassa ettd muissa
maanosissa. Suurin osa Nordea-konsernin toiminnoista keskittyy Pohjoismaihin, joihin
koronaviruspandemia on vaikuttanut samalla tavoin kuin useisiin muihinkin Euroopan maihin, ja
vaikutusten odotetaan my0s jatkuvan samankaltaisina. Koronaviruspandemia nékyy Nordea-konsernissa
asiakkaisiin, vastapuoliin, henkildst66n ja muihin Nordea-konsernin sidosryhmiin kohdistuvien suorien ja
epasuorien vaikutusten kautta sekd Pohjoismaissa ettd muualla, mika on seurausta muun muassa
kansanterveyttd koskevista toimenpiteisté, kuten liikkkeiden sulkemisesta ja matkustamis- ja
kokoontumisrajoituksista. Edelld mainituilla seikoilla ja mahdollisilla tulevilla koronaviruspandemiaan
liittyvilld haitoilla saattaa olla olennainen haitallinen vaikutus Nordea-konsernin liiketoimintaan,
taloudelliseen tilaan ja liiketoiminnan tulokseen sekd Nordea-konsernin mahdollisuuksiin hankkia pddomaa
ja likviditeettid sille taloudellisesti hyviksyttivilla ehdoilla.

Epiisuotuisa talouskehitys seki huonot olosuhteet niilli markkinoilla, joilla Nordea-konserni toimii,
saattavat vaikuttaa kielteisesti Nordea-konsernin liiketoimintaan ja liiketoiminnan tulokseen:
Pohjoismaisten (Tanska, Suomi, Norja ja Ruotsi) markkinoiden yleisilld taloudellisilla olosuhteilla on
huomattava vaikutus Nordea-konsernin menestykseen. Myos Nordea-konsernin muiden timénhetkisten
toimintamaiden taloustilanteen kehitys voi vaikuttaa Nordea-konsernin menestykseen. Epédsuotuisa
taloudellinen kehitys on vaikuttanut ja voi jatkossakin vaikuttaa Nordea-konsernin liiketoimintaan useilla
tavoilla, mukaan lukien mm. Nordea-konsernin asiakkaiden tuloihin, varallisuuteen, maksukykyyn,
litkketoimintaan ja/tai taloudelliseen tilaan, mikd vuorostaan saattaisi edelleen alentaa Nordea-konsernin
luottoluokitusta sekd Nordea-konsernin rahoitustuotteiden ja -palveluiden kysynt&a.

Nordea-konserniin kohdistuu markkinahintariski: Nordea-konsernin asiakasléhtdinen
kaupank&yntitoiminta ja sen treasury-toiminta (jossa Nordea-konserni pitié sijoitus- ja likviditeettisalkkua
omissa nimissdin) ovat merkittdvimpid markkinahintariskiin vaikuttavia tekijoitd Nordea-konsernissa.
Mikdli epavakaat markkinaolosuhteet jatkuvat tai toistuvat, Nordea-konsernin joukkovelkakirja-,
johdannais- ja strukturoitujen luottojen salkkujen, samoin kuin muiden omaisuusluokkien, kdypé arvo
saattaa laskea arvioitua enemmaén, ja ndin ollen Nordea-konserni voi joutua tekeméén alaskirjauksia. Liséksi
johtuen siitd, ettd Nordea-konsernin kaupankiynnista ja sijoittamisesta saatavat tulot ovat pitkalti
riippuvaisia rahoitusmarkkinoiden toiminnasta, epdvakaat markkinaolosuhteet voisivat johtaa Nordea-
konsernin kaupankiynnisté ja sijoittamisesta saatavien tulojen huomattavaan alenemiseen, tai
kaupankédyntitappioihin, joilla puolestaan saattaisi olla olennainen haitallinen vaikutus Nordea-konsernin
litketoimintaan, taloudelliseen tilaan ja litketoiminnan tulokseen.

Nordea-konsernin toimintaan sovelletaan laaja-alaista sddntelyid, joka voi muuttua:
Rahoituspalvelutoimialalla toimivat yhtiot, Nordea-konserni mukaan lukien, toimivat laaja-alaisen
saéntelyviitekehyksen alaisina. Nordea-konserniin sovelletaan lakeja ja maérdyksid, sithen kohdistetaan
hallinnollisia toimenpiteitd ja periaatteita ja sen toimintaa valvovat paikalliset sddntelyviranomaiset kussakin
sen toimintamaassa. Varallisuutensa suuruudesta johtuen Nordea-konserni on liséksi Euroopan
keskuspankin suoran valvonnan ja maardysten alainen. Sdantelyn muutoksilla seké kaikilla muilla
rahoituslaitosten toimintaan liittyvilld vaatimuksilla, rajoituksilla, rajoitteilla ja néihin liittyvilla
kustannuksilla, tai Nordea-konserniin sovellettavasta sddntelyviitekehyksestd johtuvilla odottamattomilla
vaatimuksilla tai sithen liittyvilld epdvarmuustekijoilld saattaisi olla olennainen haitallinen vaikutus Nordea-
konsernin litketoimintaan, taloudelliseen tilaan ja liiketoiminnan tulokseen.
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Nordea-konsernin toiminnalle on ominaista sithen liittyvi maksuvalmiusriski, Maksuvalmiusriski on riski
siitd, ettd Nordea-konserni ei pysty tdyttdméaan velvoitteitaan niiden erddntyessa, tai pystyy tdyttimaan
maksuvalmiutta koskevat sitoumuksensa ainoastaan kohonneella kustannustasolla. Merkittdva osa Nordea-
konsernin maksuvalmiutta ja rahoitusta koskevista vaatimuksista tdytetddn asiakkaiden talletusten avulla,
samoin kuin jatkuvalla padsyllé rahoituksen tukkumarkkinoille, mukaan lukien laskemalla liikkeeseen
pitkén aikavilin velkamarkkinainstrumentteja, kuten katettuja joukkovelkakirjalainoja. Nédiden
rahoitusléhteiden méar, erityisesti pitkdn aikavilin rahoituksen osalta, saattaa olla rajoittunut
likviditeettikriisien aikana. Globaalien rahoitusmarkkinoiden ja talouden epivakaisuus saattaa vaikuttaa
haitallisesti Nordea-konsernin maksukykyyn seka tiettyjen vastapuolten ja asiakkaiden halukkuuteen kayda
kauppaa Nordea-konsernin kanssa, milld voi olla olennainen haitallinen vaikutus Nordea-konsernin
litketoimintaan ja liiketoiminnan tulokseen.

Operatiiviset riskit, mukaan lukien sijoitusneuvontaan liittyviit riskit, voivat vaikuttaa Nordea-konsernin
liiketoimintaan. Nordea-konsernin liiketoiminta on riippuvaista sen kyvysté késitelld suuria maérié vaativia
litketapahtumia eri maissa ja lukuisissa valuutoissa. Nordea-konserni harjoittaa toimintaansa useiden
yhtididen kautta. Operatiivisia tappioita, mukaan lukien rahallisia vahinkoja, mainetta koskevia vahinkoja,
kustannuksia seké suoria ja vélillisid taloudellisia tappiota ja/tai alaskirjauksia voi aiheutua useista eri
lahteistd. Osana pankki- ja varainhoitotoimintaansa Nordea-konserni tarjoaa asiakkailleen myds
sijoitusneuvontaa, padsyé sisdisesti ja ulkoisesti hallinnoituihin rahastoihin seké toimii kolmansien
osapuolten rahastojen séilytysyhteisond. Mikili Nordea-konsernin asiakkaille aiheutuu tappioita Nordea-
konsernin antamasta sijoitusneuvonnasta tai ulkopuolisten rahastonhoitajien vaarinkdytoksista tai
vilpillisestd toiminnasta johtuen, Nordea-konsernin asiakkaat voivat vaatia Nordea-konsernilta korvauksia.
Vaikka Nordea-konsernilla on kdytossdén riskienhallintamenetelmii ja vaikka se on ryhtynyt muihin
toimenpiteisiin minimoidakseen riskialtistukset ja/tai tappiot, mitédn takeita ei voida antaa siitd, ettd téllaiset
toimenpiteet ovat riittdvid kaikkien Nordea-konsernin kohtaamien operatiivisten riskien hallitsemiseksi.

Liikkeeseenlaskijan mahdollisessa
maksukyvyttomyystilanteessa on olemassa riski siitd, ettd sijoittajat menettévét sijoituksensa osittain tai
kokonaan. Rahoitusvilineet ovat Liikkeeseenlaskijan vakuudettomia senior-velkakirjoja ja niiden
etusijajarjestys on pari passu ilman minkéénlaista keskindista etuoikeutta ja vahintdin pari passu kaikkien
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Liikkeeseenlaskijan muiden ulkona olevien nykyisten ja tulevien vakuudettomien senior-velkojen kanssa.
Rahoitusvilineisiin saattaa my0s kohdistua sijoittajavastuun toteuttaminen (ns. “’bail in””), mikali
Liikkeeseenlaskijan osalta kdynnistetddn direktiivin 2014/59/EU, sellaisena kuin se on tdytant6onpantu
Suomessa, mukaiset kriisinratkaisutoimenpiteet ja Rahoitusvélineiden arvo saatetaan alaskirjata tai ne
saatetaan muuntaa toisiksi arvopapereiksi (mukaan lukien kantaosakkeiksi), mikéli
kriisinratkaisuviranomainen katsoo timén valttimattomaksi Liikkeeseenlaskijan elinkelpoisuuden
palauttamiseksi.

Rahoitusvélineet ovat ehtojensa perusteella vapaasti luovutettavissa, joskin Ohjelmaesite sisiltad
tiivistelmén joistakin Rahoitusvilineiden tarjoamiseen ja myyntiin tietyissd maissa sovellettavista
oikeudellisista rajoitteista.

Missd Arvopapereilla tullaan kdymddn kauppaa?

Rahoitusvilineet haetaan listattaviksi ja kaupankdynnin kohteeksi Nasdaq First North Finland-porssilistalle
litkkeeseenlaskupiivistd alkaen.

Mitkd ovat Arvopapereille ominaiset keskeiset riskitekijdit?

Tuotteen monimutkaisuus — Rahoitusvélineiden tuottorakenne voi joskus olla monimutkainen ja se saattaa
sisdltdd matemaattisia yhtaloitd tai suhteita, joita sijoittajan voi olla vaikea ymmartéa ja verrata toisiin
sijoitusvaihtoehtoihin. Sijoittajien tulisi ottaa huomioon, etté tuoton ja riskin vélistd suhdetta voi olla vaikea
arvioida.

Vipuvaikutusriskit — Rahoitusvilineiden rakenteesta johtuen kohde-etuuden arvon kehitys vaikuttaa
Rahoitusvilineen hintaan ja voi johtaa suurempiin sijoitetun padoman tuottoihin tai tappioihin kuin jos
sijoitus tehtéisiin suoraan kohde-etuuteen. Tdm4 ilmaistaan tavallisesti toteamalla, ettd Rahoitusvilineilld on
vipuvaikutus kohde-etuuteen tehtdvéin sijoitukseen verrattuna, eli muutos (seka ylos- ettd alaspéin) kohde-
etuuden hinnassa johtaa prosentuaalisesti suurempaan muutokseen Rahoitusvélineiden arvossa. Néin ollen,
tdllaisiin Rahoitusvilineisiin sijoittamiseen liittyva riski on suurempi kuin kohde-etuuteen sijoittamiseen
liittyva riski. Téllaisista Rahoitusvélineisté voi tulla arvottomia.

Rahoitusvilineilli ei vilttimdtti ole aktiivista jilkimarkkinaa — Rahoitusvilineet ovat uusia arvopapereita,
joiden jakelu ei vélttdmatté ole laajaa ja/tai ne saattavat olla listaamattomia ja, siindkin tapauksessa, ettd ne
listattaisiin porssilistalle, niilld ei valttimatta ole aktiivista jalkimarkkinaa. Aktiivisen jalkimarkkinan
puuttuminen voi johtaa Rahoitusvilineiden alentuneeseen likviditeettiin, mink& seurauksena sijoittaja saattaa
joutua pitdmain kyseiset Rahoitusvilineet itsellddn, kunnes ne maksetaan takaisin.

Kohde-etuuden kehitys — Rahoitusvilineiden ehtojen mukaan niiden haltijoilla on oikeus tuottoon ja
mahdollisen selvityssumman maksuun, riippuen yhden tai useamman kohde-cetuuden kehityksestd sekd
sovellettavasta tuottorakenteesta. Rahoitusvélineiden kehitykseen vaikuttavat kohde-etuuden arvo tiettyina
hetkind Rahoitusvilineiden voimassaolon aikana, kohde-etuuden hintavaihteluiden voimakkuus,
tulevaisuuden volatiliteettid koskevat odotukset, markkinoiden korkotasot sekéd kohde-etuuden odotetut
osingonjaot. Tietyissd olosuhteissa sijoittaja voi menettdd koko sijoittamansa pddoman.

Automaattinen ennenaikainen takaisinmaksu — tiettyjen ehtojen tiyttyessid Rahoitusvélineet voidaan
maksaa automaattisesti ennenaikaisesti takaisin ennen suunniteltua erdéntymispéivéad. Tahén viitataan
yleisesti ilmaisulla "knock" -taso. Tietyissd olosuhteissa timé voi johtaa siihen, etté sijoittaja menettdd
tulevat Rahoitusvilineisiin liittyvat kuponki- tai korkomaksunsa osittain tai kokonaan. Koska tietyt kulut ja
kustannukset vihennetdén liikkeeseenlaskuhinnasta, Rahoitusvilineiden ennenaikainen takaisinmaksu
saattaa my0s johtaa suhteessa korkeampiin kustannuksiin.

Markkinahdirioihin ja poikkeuksellisiin tapahtumiin liittyvit riskit — kohde-etuuksiin saattaa vaikuttaa
niiden normaaleihin kaupankayntimarkkinoihin kohdistuva hiirid, tai poikkeukselliset tapahtumat, kuten
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porssilistalta poistaminen, kansallistaminen, konkurssi, selvitystila tai asianomaista kohde-etuutta koskeva
diluutio. Kaikkien Rahoitusvilineiden osalta voi tapahtua esim. lainsdddéantomuutoksia tai niiden
riskienhallinnan kustannukset voivat kohota. Tallaisessa tapauksessa Liikkeeseenlaskija voi yksinomaisen
harkintansa puitteissa tehdé mitd tahansa muutoksia omaisuuserien koostumukseen sekd Rahoitusvélineiden
tuoton tai arvon laskentaan tai korvata jokin kohde-etuus toisella kohde-etuudella, Liikkeeseenlaskijan
tarpeelliseksi katsoman mukaan.

Kohde-etuutena indeksit — sijoittajat, jotka sijoittavat rahoitusvilineisiin, joiden kohde-etuus on indeksi,
saattavat tdllaisia Rahoitusvélineitd lunastacssaan saada lunastuksessa alhaisemman maksun kuin miti
sijoittaja olisi saanut, mikali hin olisi sijoittanut suoraan indeksin muodostaviin osakkeisiin/omaisuuseriin.
Indeksin sponsori voi lisédté, poistaa ja vaihtaa osia indeksista tai tehdd metodologisia muutoksia, joilla voi
olla vaikutusta kyseisen indeksin arvoon ja niin ollen Rahoitusvélineitd ostaneille sijoittajille maksettavaan
tuottoon. Nordea-konserni voi my0s osallistua sellaisten indeksisalkkujen tai strategioiden luomiseen,
strukturoimiseen ja ylldpitamiseen, jotka ovat Rahoitusvilineiden kohde-etuuksia tai joiden
indeksisponsorina se toimii (yhdessé, "Omat Indeksit"). Niin ollen Liikkeeseenlaskija saattaa kohdata
eturistiriitoja Rahoitusvilineiden Liikkeeseenlaskijan velvoitteidensa sekd Omien Indeksien laatijan,
markkinoijan, suunnittelijan tai hallinnoijan roolinsa (tai ldheisyhtiéidensé roolin) vélilla.

Kohde-etuutena futuurisopimukset — kohde-etuutta koskevan futuurisopimuksen hinnassa on yleensa
preemio tai alennus kohde-etuutena olevan omaisuuserén spot-hintaan verrattuna. TAima johtuu erilaisista
tekijoistd, kuten tarpeesta tarkistaa omaisuuserédn spot-hintaa ottamaan huomioon siihen liittyvit
kustannukset, seké erilaisten menetelmien kédyttdmisestd spot-hinnan ja futuurimarkkinoiden arvioinnissa.
Tamén liséksi, ja kohde-etuudesta riippuen, spot- ja futuurimarkkinoiden likviditeeteissd voi olla
huomattavia eroja. Nain ollen suoraan asiaankuuluvaan omaisuuserddn sidonnaiset Rahoitusvalineet
saattavat tarjota erilaisen tuoton kuin futuurisopimukseen sidonnaiset Rahoitusvilineet. Sijoituksiin
futuurisopimuksissa liittyy myos muita riskejd, kuten péivittiisistd kaupankéyntiméérien rajoituksista
aiheutuva likviditeetin puute.

Lyhyisiin positioihin liittyvit riskit —'"pitkd" positio tarkoittaa, ettd Rahoitusvilineen arvo nousee kohde-
etuuden arvon noustessa. Kéénteisesti, sellaisten Rahoitusvélineiden arvo, joilla on "lyhyt" positio, mukaan
lukien Bear-sertifikaatit, laskee kohde-etuuden arvon noustessa. Kohde-etuuden arvon nouseminen saattaa,
niin ollen, johtaa siihen, etté sijoittaja menettid sijoittamansa pddoman osittain tai kokonaan.

Muut Rahoitusvélineisiin kohdistuvat riskit voivat liittyd, muun muassa, korkotasoissa tapahtuviin
muutoksiin, valuuttakurssimuutoksiin, siithen, onko Liikkeeseenlaskijalla oikeus lunastaa Rahoitusvilineet
ennenaikaisesti, rahoitusvélineiden monimutkaisuuteen, kyseessé olevien indeksien, muiden kohde-
etuuksien tai rahoitusmarkkinoiden vaihteluihin seké siihen, onko takaisinmaksu riippuvaista muista
olosuhteista kuin Liikkeeseenlaskijan luottokelpoisuudesta.

Keskeiset tiedot koskien Arvopapereiden tarjoamista yleisolle ja/tai niiden ottamista kaupankiynnin
kohteeksi saiinnellyilli markkinoilla

Milld ehdoilla ja missd aikataulussa voin sijoittaa tihdn Arvopaperiin?

Rahoitusvilineiti tarjotaan yleisdlle Suomessa alkaen liikkeeseenlaskupdivésté (kyseinen pdivd mukaan
lukien) ja pééttyen erdpédivand ("Tarjousaika"). Liikkeeseenlaskija on antanut suostumuksensa siihen, ettd
Rahoitusvélineitd voidaan tarjota Nordnetin internetissa toimivalla kaupankdyntialustalla.

Aluksi Liikkeeseenlaskija luo Rahoitusvélineet ja pitdd niitd omissa nimissdén, jotta niitd olisi aika ajoin
saatavilla jdlleenmyyntid varten mahdollisille sijoittajille. Rahoitusvélineitd tarjotaan ostettaviksi

asiaankuuluvassa arvopaperipOrssissé hinnalla, joka on kyseisessd arvopaperip6rssissa kulloinkin vallitseva
virallinen noteeraushinta
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Rahoitusvilineet haetaan kaupankédynnin kohteeksi Nasdaq First North Finland-porssilistalle
litkkeeseenlaskupdivéstd alkaen.

Liikkeeseenlaskija ei veloita Rahoitusvilineisiin sijoittavalta sijoittajalta muita kuluja.

Kuka on Tarjoaja ja/tai kaupankdynnin kohteeksi ottamista pyytdivd taho?

Tarjoaja ja Rahoitusvilineiden kaupankédynnin kohteeksi ottamista pyytdva taho on Liikkeeseenlaskija.
Rahoitusvilineitd voi tarjota myods Nordnet, jonka Liikkeeseenlaskija on nimittdnyt Rahoitusvilineiden
Valtuutetuksi Tarjoajaksi.

Kun sijoittaja aikoo hankkia tai hankkii Rahoitusvilineitd joltakin Valtuutetulta Tarjoajalta ja kun jokin
Valtuutettu Tarjoaja tarjoaa ja myy Rahoitusvélineitd sijoittajalle, tapahtuu tdma kyseisen Valtuutetun
Tarjoajan ja asianomaisen Sijoittajan vélilld sovittujen ehtojen ja muiden jarjestelyjen mukaisesti, mukaan
lukien hinnan, allokaatio- ja selvitysjarjestelyjen osalta.

Miksi tamd esitetiivistelmd on laadittu?

Tarjouksen tarkoituksena on jarjestdd Liikkeeseenlaskijalle rahoitusta seké tarjota sijoittajille kohde-
etuuksien kehitykseen perustuvaa tuottoa. Rahoitusvélineiden liikkeeseenlaskun nettotuotto kédytetdan
Liikkeeseenlaskijan ja Nordea-konsernin yleiseen pankkitoimintaan ja muihin yritystoiminnan tarkoituksiin

Rahoitusvilineiden tarjoamiseen ei liity merkintdtakuuta.

Valtuutetuille Tarjoajille ja muille ulkopuolisille jakelijoille saatetaan maksaa palkkioita Rahoitusvélineiden
liikkkeeseenlaskuun liittyen.Rahoitusvélineiden liikkeeseenlaskun ja tarjoamisen yhteydessi
Liikkeeseenlaskija hyddyntidd Nordnet Bank AB:n ("Nordnet') markkinointi- ja asiakastukipalveluja.
Liikkeeseenlaskija maksaa Nordnetille korvauksen téllaisista palveluista. Liséksi Liikkeeseenlaskija on
tehnyt Nordnetin kanssa sopimuksen, jonka ehtojen mukaan Nordnet saattaa Rahoitusvélineet
kaupankéynnin kohteeksi Nordnetin internetissi toimivalla kaupankayntialustalla. Nordnet saa tasti
sopimuksen mukaisen korvauksen. Edelld mainittu pois lukien, Liikkeeseenlaskijan tietimyksen mukaan
kenelldkdan Rahoitusvilineiden liikkeeseenlaskuun osallistuvalla henkil6lld ei ole mitéédn tarjouksen
kannalta olennaista Rahoitusvilineisiin liittyvaa intressia.
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
