Negative economic developments and conditions in the markets in which the Nordea Group
operates can adversely affect the Nordea Group's business and results of operations: The Nordea

Group's performance is significantly influenced by the general economic conditions in the Nordic
markets (Denmark, Finland, Norway and Sweden). Development of the economic conditions in other
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markets where the Nordea Group currently operates can also affect the Nordea Group's performance.
Adverse economic developments have affected and may continue to affect the Nordea Group's
business in a number of ways, including, among others, the income, wealth, liquidity, business and/or
financial condition of the Nordea Group's customers, which, in turn, could further reduce the Nordea
Group's credit quality and demand for the Nordea Group's financial products and service.

Deterioration in counterparties’ credit quality may affect the Nordea Group's financial
performance: Risks arising from changes in credit quality and the recoverability of loans and
amounts due from counterparties are inherent in a wide range of the Nordea Group's businesses.
